You gain marks by arriving at each base, knowing which way to get to your next base and most importantly by completing the base activities.  Obviously, the best navigators get the most marks as the more bases you reach, the more marks you get. Results and presentations will take place at 5pm, all should be finished by 5:15pm and we hope to deliver you back to HHJS from 6.30pm.  The cost of this event is £7 per person, please let me know if this makes it difficult for you.

Please remember that if you volunteer to join this event and then change your mind, you could be letting an entire team down.

· Packed lunch (and loads of energy food i.e. sweets!)

· Scout scarf (rest of uniform not necessary)

· Suitable hiking clothing, i.e. not jeans

· Spare top

· Hiking boots or strong shoes

· Cash for tuck shop

· Reflective / Hi-Viz clothing

If any of the above (or below) is missing, your team will lose points and may possibly be prevented from walking.

In addition, each team will need :-

	· A Phonecard  or Mobile phone**

	· At least one pencil **
	· A whistle
