· 6 yard own rifle (recoiling type rifles only)
· 6 yard own pistol

· Biathlon - running between targets shooting prone, kneeling and standing.
· 10 meter own rifle and 3P (for those experienced in these disciplines only)

Other events
· Archery, Jamboree on the Internet, Jamboree on the Air.
As last year, there is an additional opportunity for a taster shoot as follows (extra cost involved) although if this clashes with the knockout competition as is quite possible, it is expected that you’ll forego your place in the knockout.
· For those 12 and over a small-bore rifle shooting taster session
· For those 14 and over a full-bore rifle shooting taster session

A maximum of five ‘extra classes’ may be entered over and above the standard entry.  Full bore counts as two.
Due to the popularity of target shooting within our troop I am going to take as many Scouts as want to compete, however it is by invitation only to those who have successfully completed an NSRA YPS course and others of a sufficient standard and now to a maximum of nine Scouts and six Explorers.  If entrants exceed this we will hold a qualifying shoot.  We will be practising when we can beforehand of course.  We will be camping as Scouts as usual, but as this is a necessarily secure event, some form of uniform will be worn all weekend, full uniform must be available for arrival, departure and the medal ceremony and a very high standard of behaviour will be required.  Due to the popularity of this event, I need to get names in now unfortunately, hence the letter.  The basic cost of the weekend will be £45.  As the leaders will be running ranges all weekend, we will have two adult volunteer helpers to cater for us and assist with supervising the Scouts.
