Participants will be notified of the outcome in writing by the end of February 2010.

you should be aware of the following:

· Only 12 young people will be selected to participate from within our District. A large number of applications are expected and this increases the chances of your Son /Daughter being disappointed.
· The cost is currently estimated at £1800 per person. We realise that this is outside most individual’s budgets and there will be a concerted effort to fund raise the majority of the money. The final cost to the applicant will depend upon the success of any fund raising activities they participate in. The majority of the fundraising events are on weekends and some evenings, it might be bag packing at local stores, running a stall at a summer fair or cooking and selling burgers at a large event. It will be a busy time for contingent members and their families. 

·  Contingent members will be expected to participate in pre-Jamboree Contingent camps, these help the individuals to become a team and learn about getting the most out of the Jamboree experience.
